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We are entering into a glorious season—that time between 

Thanksgiving and Christmas, the season of Advent.  In its 

ideal, this is a time of prayer and reflection, a season of 

focused, heartfelt preparation and anticipation of the 

coming of the Son of God among us.  It is a time for contemplation and quiet meditation on the generosity 

of God in the birth of Jesus. 

 

We in this church have been through and continue to go through a period of much activity in the past three 

months.  Construction completion has opened up new possibilities for our building use, but involved a 

flurry of events and busy-ness by many of our lay leaders.  Staff resignations have brought forward gifts 

and talents in a number of our lay people, but have also meant glitches, mis-steps and some frustrations, as 

well as various grieving reactions.  And as a culture we continue to reel from the effects of the economic 

recession which continues to influence our lives and those of our neighbors, causing distress, anxiety and 

distraction. 

 

I have been impressed anew with the life and resilience of this great church and the members and friends 

of it.  We have had meaningful worship like the service of remembrance, enjoyed deeply moving music, 

and have educational opportunities that form our faith and help us to grow as Christians.  We have had fun 

together and I have been so appreciative of the ways in which people have maintained their senses of 

humor amid the adjustments and changes. 

 

But I know very candidly that there have been challenges and unsettling changes, and I understand that 

some of what has been asked in terms of these adjustments have been disappointing and painful and just 

plain hard to get used to.  And there will be more changes as we hire a new office staff person and 

sometime in the new year call an Interim Associate Pastor. 

So I invite us to lean into the spirit of this holy time of year.  Count your blessings, and remember, as that 

time worn expression affirms:  Jesus is the reason for the season.  Pray more, complain less, worship more, 

waste less time and money.   Be still and in the silences know that God’s Spirit is present in you and in the 

world.   Sing the carols and hear again the old (and yet awesome and remarkably relevant and new) story 

of God’s coming to us.  Reflect in your life the quiet trust that is our hope at Christmas: 

 

 

“How silently, how silently, the wondrous gift is given, 

                 so God imparts to human hearts the blessings of his heaven!” 
 

I thank God for the opportunity to celebrate our third Christmas together!

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Leaving a church is a difficult process. I have been telling many of you 

that I’m simply in denial. I suspect waves of grief will wash over me 

some time after I’ve left Storrs Congregational Church, after the family 

Christmas celebrations in Minnesota are past, and I’ve some time to 

breathe and reflect. We gone through some challenging times together, 

but we’ve also gone through some exciting moments in ministry. For 

that, I thank you. We have been partners in ministry over these past 

five and a half years, and it has been a privilege to see the Spirit move in and amongst us. I will miss the 

relationships I have formed here. I know I will think of you often. 

 

There are boundaries that are in place when a pastor leaves, to make it easier for the next pastor(s) who 

come in to the church, and also to allow the leaving pastor to begin his or her new call. I know several of 

you have said to me that we will need to stay in touch. But my ordination vows and how I understand the 

ethical boundaries of our relationship prevent me from doing so in any sustained manner. I have included a 

document in this Carillon (see page 9) from the Minnesota Conference of the UCC that helps clarify what 

happens when a pastor leaves. I know I will be sad to go, even while I have some excitement about the 

future. I hope the feeling is mutual, for that is a testimony to the love that we have shared in our ministry 

together. I do plan at some appropriate time in the future to let the church know what I end up doing next, 

whether that be more education, or starting a church in Minnesota, or whatever it is that God has in store 

for me. But what I have found in my own past experiences, especially after leaving First Congregational 

Church of MN, that as painful as it was, a break is necessary. 

 

Advent is a season when we celebrate the coming of Christ into the world. In the dictionary it means ―a 

coming into place, view, or being; arrival.‖ So it seems somewhat odd to be focusing on departing. I 

apologize for that. But perhaps we can reframe my departure as an arrival for you.  You, the church, have 

arrived in so many ways!  

 

Where I have seen God’s movement: 

 The advent of UCC UConn. When I first came to SCC, your college ministry consisted of 

excellent homemade meals to UConn students. The Ruckers (and apologies if my memory deceives 

me) led a campaign to raise off budget funds for college ministry, and with Morgan Acklen and 

eventually Richie Kremer, we started the official UConn group ―UCC UConn.‖ You as the church 

have supported this ministry, and allowed UCC UConn to develop their Alternative Spring Break, 

which has been successful for many years now, helping people in need in the wake of hurricane 

disasters. Well done! 

 The advent of an accessible building. I have seen God’s movement in the fundraising and 

completion of the Welcoming All Campaign. I didn’t ever dream it would happen during my tenure 

here. And to see a completed elevator and handicapped accessible bathrooms, a new welcoming 

foyer- it’s amazing. You stepped out in faith, and often times exhibited more trust than your 

Associate Pastor! 

 The advent of greater pastoral support. You have allowed me rich opportunity to develop my 

passions in worship and the arts. I received such great feedback after I offered my monologue 

sermons and my ―Big Body Story‖ on Job. When I first came, I felt the question from the church 

was, ―What’s in it for us?‖ As I am leaving, I feel like the question regarding continuing education 

and allowing this pastor to develop her gifts is, ―How is God going to bless us through blessing 

her?‖ You have been open to try new things, from ―body prayers‖ to a Celtic Vespers service. You 

as a congregation have grown tremendously in supporting your pastors. I thank you for that. 
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 The advent of perseverance (though you’ve probably had that all along.) I have seen God at work  

through your perseverance through the storms. We have weathered several together over these 

years, and you exhibit resilience. I trust that with the continued changes in the staff, you will 

continue to exhibit such behaviors. It is not easy, but you will do it, I know! 

 

So, I wish you all of God’s blessings. Know that I will miss you, but that you have touched my life. I will 

carry my memories of you with me wherever the Spirit leads. Keep up your good work in the Lord, and 

trust in God’s guidance. Focus on the good. Have a beautiful Advent and Christmas.

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2010 Budget Hearing Paves way for Budget Meeting December 6 

 

The goal of the budget hearing is to present the budget status and discuss opportunities.  The input received 

at this meeting will guide the finance board in creating the budget proposal for the annual budget meeting 

on December 6. 

 

The finance board started by summarizing the budget planning process, and providing an update on the 

2009 Budget Status: 

1) Pledge Income is on Target! 

2) There are several budget challenges such as loss of nursery school income, plate income is a little 

behind plan, as are unrestricted gifts.   There are some mitigating opportunities, but overall 

projection at this moment is still a deficit. 

3) Boards and Committees can help!  Please spend the money that you need to in order to do 

your work, but if an expense is discretionary, please think hard before you spend the money. 

The finance board presented a comprehensive review of several 2010 Budgets.  Even though the 

Stewardship Committee was right on the mark with its Simple Gifts campaign, pledge income projections 

are down since last year.  Although the economy is showing signs of improving, many in our 

congregation are suffering and it is showing up in the pledges.  Also, while the markets are improving too, 

the expected investment income remains much lower than our historical levels.  Adding additional 

challenge, are the loss of nursery school income and the cost of funding the search process.    
 

The initial comparison of the Budget Requests from Boards and Committees versus the Expected Income 

showed a $92,000 mismatch.  After iterating through several scenarios, the finance board developed 

Budget A and Budget B for discussion.  Both budgets were balanced, but included significant reductions in 

most areas of the budget.  They also assumed significant reductions in support from Office Administrator 

and Associate Pastor.   
 

The lounge was full of discussion and ideas.  Boards and Committees highlighted the importance of certain 

budget lines, there were some ideas of additional areas to reduce, and there was significant discussion on 

the staffing assumptions that were made in the budget proposals.  Guidance on changes to salaries and 

staffing levels were provided.  There was a general consensus that Verizon Income should again play a 

significant role in helping us get through this challenging, but temporary, time.  Some suggested that we 

allocate 50% of the Verizon funds to the budget. (The Finance Board had initially recommended a 

reduction to 25%), others suggested that we increase use of these funds - up to 90%.  The Board of Finance 

will develop a budget for presentation to the congregation that again allocates up to 75% of the Verizon 

income to the Operating Budget, and will work with the Personnel Committee to incorporate the salary and 

staffing ideas discussed.

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When a Pastor Leaves the Relationship Changes   
 

When any pastor leaves it is difficult for both the congregation and the pastor.  The following is a digested 

version of a longer teaching document available from the Minnesota Conference United Church of Christ 

for guiding everyone through this change.  The guidelines below come from reflection on the code of 

ethics and vows taken upon ordination and in response to the experiences of many pastors and churches 

who have walked this journey.   

 

1. When the pastoral relationship between a minister and a congregation is dissolved, the nature and 

character of the relationship changes.  

 

2.  To fully engage and establish a new relationship with the next pastor, both the pastor that leaves and the 

congregation must disengage from their relationship. (As affirmed in the UCC Book of Worship, Order for 

Times of Passage: Farewell) 

 

3. Congregation members should contact their current pastor for all types of pastoral services, within the 

congregation or any other setting.  Previous pastors of a congregation should not perform pastoral services 

for members or family members of a previous congregation.  

 

4.  In general, previous pastors of a congregation should create some distance and space to allow for new 

relationships to form with the new pastor in a congregation and should not have contact with former 

parishioners or return to their former churches (unless there is an official invitation from the church 

governing board for an official event). 

 

5.  When one meets a former pastor at denominational or other wider church  

gatherings, there is no need to avoid one another, and general friendliness is hoped for and expected.  But, 

conversations about the local church or personal needs are not appropriate, so as to honor the relationship 

and role of the new pastor in the congregation.   

 

When a pastor leaves, it is important that church members look to each other, their faith, their new pastoral 

leadership, and the people within the denomination; not to their former pastor.  

 

As in many positions of similar influence and responsibility, the former pastor bears the primary 

responsibility for maintaining the boundaries in the ―past pastor‖ relationship.   

 

These guidelines help congregations welcome and connect with their new pastor.  They also minister to the 

former pastor by giving them permission to let go and move on.   

 

For a more detailed discussion of the questions, ethics, and experiences of the relationship between pastors 

and previous congregations they have served, please see the document, ―The relationship of ordained, 

commissioned, and/or licensed ministers to former parishes: A teaching document regarding common 

practices.‖  It is available from the MN Conference United Church of Christ website: www.uccmn.org.
