Opportunity to Drive Change in Church Fiscal Year... 
 
Earlier this year the Board of Finance and Church Council, with guidance from Dr. Jay, led some 
discussions on the possibility of changing the church fiscal year from January-December to July-
June.  Feedback from the congregation was very positive.  In addition to the initial benefit of 
moving the budget planning process from Advent to the spring (after Easter) many other benefits 
were identified such as better alignment with the church school year and overall church 
programming.   
 
A decision was made at the August Church Council meeting to start working towards making this 
change over an 18 month period.  The concept was to gather feedback from the congregation 
this fall, through easel talks or another means, and put a transition plan together for 
consideration by Council in January and potentially a Church vote at the Annual Meeting in late 
January.  Much of the groundwork has been done, but if we are to complete this work in the time 
envisioned, leadership is needed to shepherd this change through to implementation.  If this is 
something that you are passionate about and willing to lead, please speak with Elaine Greer, 
Stacy Malecki, or Ted Yungclas.

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Change is in the air.  Fall weather always signifies 
change to me:  trees changing colors, temperatures 
that are cooler and crisp clear evenings, migratory 
birds winging their way south, harvest time, warm 
fires in my living room fireplace….change is coming. 

 
Change is also coming to our church.   And it may feel unpleasant, jarring and scary.  The 
conjunction of the resignations of both Rev. Hilary and Tish our Office Administrator, although for 
very different reasons, may create the impression that the church is falling apart, that there is 
something wrong, that there is too much unwanted change happening. 
 
Many times change is unwanted.  And certainly the changes of two staff positions is hard for 
many who were close to the staff who are leaving  and appreciated the competence and the 
skills they brought to their positions.   There is therefore a process of grieving the losses.  So I 
urge us to be sensitive to each other as we respond to these changes in various ways. 
One of the things that I have learned about this congregation is its great faith in God and its 
resilience.  You have responded in amazing ways to the challenges and changes of the past 
nearly two and a half years.   And I am already seeing that kind of adaptation to these changes.  I 
encourage you to carefully read the information from your Personnel Committee which is  
providing leadership moving us forward.   
 
By the way, recently one person reminded several of us that in the church, pastors and staff 
come and go, but the people and God’s work are constant and go forward.  I know that God is 
with us, comforting us in our mourning of staff changes and inspiring us to move on. 
Since the conclusion of all of the fantastic events and activities celebrating Welcome to our 
House! And the busy-ness of this fall, I have been saying that I hope that we as a church move 
into a somewhat slower mode, savoring the special worship services and the seasonal 
observances:  All Saints Sunday, November 1st Service of Remembrance, Thanksgiving Sunday, 
Advent and Christmas season.   I encourage all of us to come together to worship God in the 
beauty of these holy days.

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Several of you have asked if I know what I’m doing when I leave 
Storrs Congregational Church next month. The answer is, ―Not 
really!‖ I’m trying to practice the art of spiritual discernment, 
which is a process of listening to where God is leading, paying 
attention to what gives me joy, and learning more about who I 
am. 
 
Recently I attended a ―Church Planter Discernment Workshop‖ 
sponsored by the Massachusetts Conference of the UCC.  One of the directions I’m considering 
is the possibility of starting a new church, perhaps in the Minneapolis area. I’m very interested in 
exploring new forms of worship, and new forms of ―being church.‖  One of the requests of the 
workshop leader was to take two personality inventories before we arrived: the DISC Profile and 
the Team Profile Inventory. 
 
For those of you who know me well, I’m a sucker for personality inventories. I’ve taken the Myers 
Briggs Personality Type Indicator more times than I can count (I’m an I/ENFP) and I was 
fortunate to discover the Enneagram in my STRETCH Leadership Program co-sponsored by 
Leadership Greater Hartford and the Windham Chamber of Commerce a couple years ago. 
Consequently I introduced the Enneagram to our church for one of our Church Leadership 
Retreats. (I’m a 4 on the Enneagram, by the way!) For me, knowing the Enneagram styles of my 
colleagues on staff and of different church lay leaders helped me tremendously in working 
together on our common mission. 
 
The inventories I took last month were informative. I learned that I may indeed have that 
entrepreneurial spirit in my DNA. I also learned that I am an ―influencer.‖ 
 
As I listened to the coach at the workshop, I realized (yes, a bit slow I am!) that we as Storrs 
Congregational Church are also in a discernment process as the Search Committee wraps up 
the Profile writing and soon (if not already!) enters the time to receive profiles. Who are we as a 
church? And where is God leading? And what type of personalities does the church wish to have 
in the church staff?  
 
The Search Process is often described as a courtship. With any courtship, the more the partners 
know themselves individually, the better each can discern whether a partnership is a potential 
match. I encourage us all to spend time in discernment to know ourselves individually and 
corporately. Such reflection is part of our spiritual practice and will yield fruit. We are living in an 
unknown but exciting time. Know that even from miles away my prayers will be with you as we 
each continue in our discernment process!

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The Personnel Committee is prayerfully engaged in numerous activities related to the church staff. 
The planning for the search for our next settled Pastor continues; we prepare for Rev. Hilary’s last 
Sunday with us on December 13; and Tish Ignatowicz’ last day was October 2. We are working 
closely with the Finance Board to provide accurate estimates for all staff related expenses for the 
remainder of the 2009 budget and the 2010 operating budget. In addition, we are preparing annual 
staff performance reviews, continuing to update position/job descriptions and working with members 
in this time of transition. Below are some informational updates related to these staff transitions. 
 
Senior Settled Pastor Search 
The Search Committee for the Senior Settled Pastor has been meeting on a regular basis and is actively 
collecting data, holding ―easel talks‖ and informational discussions and meetings following Sunday 
services. The Committee with the guidance of Dr. Jay expects to have the church profile completed within 
the next weeks and prepared for submission to the Church Council for the November 17 Council meeting. 
Janet Atkins, Robin Blomstrann, Janice Castle, Alyssa Cowles, Janis Hoyle, David Jordan, Bryan 
Klimkiewicz, Richie Kremer, Bob Malecki and Erin Scholes continue this dedicated service and work on 
this important process. 
 
Associate Pastor Vacancy 
Two informational gatherings have been held to discuss the pastoral needs of the Church following Rev. 
Hilary’s planned departure in December. From these thoughtful meetings and other discussions, it seems 
best to not begin a search process to replace a settled Associate Pastor at this time but to explore various 
full time or part time options to fill this position on an interim basis and search for someone who will serve 
until a time after the new settled Senior Pastor arrives. Dr. Jay has assisted the Personnel Committee in 
identifying specific pastoral responsibilities and duties related to an interim Associate Pastor including 
worship leadership (including sacred services), adult Christian education, support to church school lay 
leaders, board and committee support, personal spiritual care and UCC greater mission (community, 
Association and Connecticut Conference presence).Rev. Susan Tarolli, UCC CT Eastern Regional 
Minister will assist our church with this search. 
 
Louise Wright is taking the lead in working with a search committee to identify an interim Associate 
Pastor. Lynn Brown, Susan Dione, Dudley Hamlin, Stacy Malecki, and a member from UCC UConn have 
graciously agreed to work with Louise as we identify our needs and priorities through this search process. 
Dr. Jay will serve as an ex-officio member of this Search Committee. 
 
Office Administrator/Bookkeeper Vacancy 
Thank you to Dianne Sprague who has agreed to serve as Church Administrator on a part time basis as 
the search is conducted to hire a new Office Administrator/Bookkeeper. Dianne will be in the office on 
Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Thursdays from 9:00 a.m.
