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This is the Welcome Table of 

the Lord.  Come and you shall be fed. 

What a wonderful way to envision the bounty that 
Jesus offers his people – nourishment for the body 
and soul; freedom from spiritual want; an open 
invitation and extravagant welcome for all who 
choose to come.   

Isn’t that also what we want from our church – 
nourishment, freedom, inclusion and acceptance?   

I am struck by the image of the Welcome Table as I 
consider the myriad ways Storrs Congregational 
Church brings that concept to life.  It is incarnate in 
the Communion we share each month – made even 
more significant of late as we joined with Dr. Jay on 
his leaving, Pastor Matt during his Candidating 
service and, this month, as we serve the holy feast 
from a transformed chancel as we prepare our 
Meeting House for the Oliver! set.   

And then, of course, there are all the ways that the 
Oliver! production, itself, invites us to be 
welcoming hosts.  With regular rehearsals and so 
much else to be done, our buildings and parking 
areas have become like a second home for a good 
many parents and players. But it is so much more 
than that.  Because of this church’s commitment to 
Oliver!, children and adults from around the region 
have found camaraderie, encouragement, direction, 
and opportunity to hone and use their gifts.  This 

assembly of talented men and women, boys and 
girls are discovering common ground and 
friendships with people that they and we might not 
otherwise have met.  And, in turn, the actors, 
directors, and so many people “behind the scenes” 
will extend our church’s welcome to all those who 
come through our doors. 

The Welcome Table that we spread is not simply 
metaphorical.  Picture the beautifully laid tables in 
the auditorium – for Heritage Sunday and for the 
annual Pasta Dinner.  Or the more casual approach 
to “bread broken and shared” that marked the kick-
off of this year’s youth groups, the Ministry Fair 
and Welcome Back Potluck and the Fellowship 
gatherings with which we conclude worship nearly 
every week.  And then there are the tables we don’t 
see but seek to fill with food gathered and 
distributed to those who are in need. 

Whether he sat in a field sharing fishes and loaves 
or took part in a more formal meal, Jesus knew the 
power of “table ministry.”  And in the fullness of 
time, he set a final table for his disciples in every 
age… 

This is the Welcome Table of the Lord.

Sixteen months ago, the members of this church entrusted the Pastoral Search Committee with the responsibility 
of prayerfully recommending a person to serve as our next settled Senior Pastor.  On Sunday October 3, 2010, 
in a special congregational meeting following the worship service, the congregation voted on a motion to call 
the Reverend Matthew C. Emery as Minister of Storrs Congregational Church.  The vote was the culmination of 
the candidating weekend for Pastor Matt, which included a meet and greet reception Friday evening, a 
conversation hour followed by a potluck supper on Saturday evening, and a spiritually moving Sunday morning 
worship service that included communion.   Pastor Matt accepted the Call enthusiastically, and will start as our 
Senior Pastor on Monday, January 3, 2011. 
 
So what happens next??  Prior to the start of Pastor Matt’s spiritual journey with our church, the Search 
Committee will continue to work with him to finalize moving plans, discuss plans for office renovations, and 
prepare for his arrival in Storrs.  At some point in early 2011, the Windham Association and our church will 
schedule an installation service.  The installation service offers a joyous opportunity to celebrate the conclusion 
of the search process, to give thanks for our new pastoral leadership, to welcome Pastor Matt to the community, 
and to reaffirm the covenantal relationship of all the churches in the Association. 
 
The Search Committee will also be meeting far less frequently as we tie up loose ends.  The committee has 
enjoyed getting to know each other on a deeper level as we shared our hopes, dreams, successes and struggles in 
our church and in our personal lives.  Although we cannot share specifics from our candidates, we would like to 
share some interesting facts about the process. 
 

·  70 Search Committee meetings (some members joining by Skype) including 10 Sunday morning 
meetings at 7:00 AM, and numerous sub-committee meetings. 

·  90 candidates submitted profiles from Massachusetts to Hawaii (East/West) and Maine to Florida 
(North/South).  There were 57 males and 33 females. 

·  89 UCC sanctioned profiles (20+ pages in length) were read by all 10 committee members (almost 2,000 
pages read by each committee member); many profiles were read several times during the process. 

·  1500+ emails sent; numerous phone calls to candidates and references. 
·  Minimum food consumed at committee meetings:  3 gallons ice cream, 10 dozen donuts, 10 birthday 

cakes, 3 gallons white grape juice, cookies, and coffee cakes. 
 
The Search Committee sincerely appreciates all of your prayers, support, and input over the past 16 months.  
The committee especially thanks all church members and friends who helped with the candidating weekend 
activities for Pastor Matt including volunteer recruitment, set-up, food preparation, clean-up, and dishwashing.  
It has been an honor for us to serve the congregation as your Search Committee.  We look forward to growing 
as a faith community as we follow the Spirit to where God is leading our church.

d. Memorial Room Workgroup Report .  Mark Roy sketched the progress of the MRW. They have met with 

properties, taken up the rug to reveal a nice floor, stripped off wallpaper; packed away historic items. They 
are seeking estimates for painting, floor refinishing wall papering, electric work.

Year 2011 requests are somewhat dependent on the current 2010 negotiations 
for personnel as approved by Council tonight under New Business. Final requests need further consideration by 
the Personnel Committee with Bob Malecki as Budget Rep for the Council. The 2011 Council budget requests 
will be reported at the October Council meeting.

Brian Klimkiewicz gave some further background on Pastor Matt, using three words to describe him: 
Professionalism, Talented, Called. 
 
Bob Malecki went over highlights of the complete call to Pastor Matt as outlined on a single sheet 
handout.  The highlights of the complete call including, the calculations for the recommended salary 
and benefits, are appended as Attachment 1 (page1and page 2). 
 
After an extended discussion, the question was called, and a vote taken by paper ballot. The final 
tally: 106 yes, 9 no, 2 abstentions. The motion passed. 
 
A closing prayer was offered by Pastor Karen and a member of the Search Committee went to invite 
Pastor Matt to join those assembled in the sanctuary.
