1. Called to Order by Louise Wright at 7:03 P.M.

2. Meditation and Candle Lighting:  Pastor Karen lit the three “Spirit” candles while some of us read
from the book of meditations, “"Out of the Ordinary”. A main theme was that we become stronger in faith
through community.

3. Additions to the Agenda:  Two items from the Properties Board were added to New Business.

4. Review of Council Minutes:  Ed moved and Pam seconded that we approve the Minutes of June 15.
Motion passed subject to minor changes: correct spelling of Jeri; Section 7d changed to read “Council
requests Properties to investigate the possibility for movable pews at the front of the sanctuary.”

5. Present to Speak: None.

6. Old Business
a. Interim Associate Minister's Report. Karen urged the Council to turn in their surveys. Notify
her if you didn't receive one. The surveys will be used for appropriate background work on
governance issues.
The response to the Veteran's day celebration was gratifying. Karen is compiling a list of all
veterans associated with our church. She is looking for a plague with the names of all our WWII
veterans.

b. Welcoming All : The WA group provided an update report as of May 31. They continue to pay off
principal on our loans for the project at an accelerated rate. Reminder notes to pledgers were sent
out at a June 11 meeting. Positive responses were heartening. There will be another follow-up after
the 2" quarter report, in July. The next WA meeting is August 29.

c. Building Committee: The cement floor has been installed and tested. After the carpet is
installed on June 22, we can close out the Welcoming All project contracts. The Building
Committee will post signs to help in the navigation of our new space.

d. Senior Pastor Search Committee: =~ The committee is very busy with interviews. They recently
celebrated their 1-year anniversary together. They are optimistic that their hard work will lead to
an outstanding choice.

e. Properties . Rich C. reports that they have been looking at the possibilities for removable pews at
the front of the sanctuary. Such pews would be very heavy. There is ho good place to put them.
They would likely be damaged from movement. Aesthetics preclude total removal of pews.
Moving the piano requires professional help and considerable expense. For these and other
reasons, the Properties Board is against removable pews.

Dick R. noted that the Music Board supported temporary pew removal. Dave J. suggested a
complete redesign of the front of the sanctuary. A discussion followed on the topic of uses of our
worship space. It was decided by acclamation to put this issue on hold and inform the
congregation of our conversation.



Space and Facilities Action Plan.  The Memorial Room working group is getting estimates to
refinish the Memorial Room floor.

FUNd raising. This committee submitted a report, with an updated chart of activities
and projected income. The plan to sell sports tickets has been abandoned due to
lack of interest. Sue Schur and Pam will chair the Festival on the Green. They have
scheduled a planning meeting for June 27 after worship. The Festival offers the
opportunity for publicity as well as FUNdraisinig. There will be a dessert event in
August, possibly including live music. The Pasta and Auction event is looking for
leadership. Pam asked that we all publicize this need.

Ed reported for Finance on funding for Oliver! Up to $1000 may be spent by the Oliver! team

without outside approval.
7. New Business.
a. Nominating . Pam moved and Dave seconded that the following recommendations from the

d.

Nominating Committee be accepted.
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Personnel . Dave is satisfied with Deborah as book-keeper. A proposal by Personnel to change
Deborah'’s status to “temp for hire” met with approval from all sides. Deborah is enthusiastically
supportive, but wants to maintain temp status for now due to financial considerations. The church
saves money also. Personnel is looking into insurance policies and guidelines for time off. Any
guestions or comments should be directed to Dr. Jay or the Personnel Committee.

Painting the Steeple. Rich C. is looking for steeple painters. The one available company has

submitted a bid for a thorough, high-quality job. A cost of $15,750 will be covered by the Major
Projects Fund. The steeple painting will require negotiations with Verizon. Additional painting

projects lie in the future.

Pam moved that the Council accept a request by Properties to authorize the Council Chair to call
a meeting of the congregation to consider major project expenditure for the purpose of steeple
painting, pending approval by Finance and Verizon. Dick R. seconded and the motion passed
unanimously.

Steeple Clock. Rich C. reported that the clock has one working face and no chimes. Two minute
hands have blown down. Rich would like to spend $600-700 for translucent plexiglass (enough for
3 clock faces). Rich will supervise the project, doing much of the work himself (Kudos to Rich!).
The Waring Fund can be used if this work is deemed beautification.



Pam moved and Paulla seconded the following motion: That the Council authorize Rich’'s work on
the clock as discussed above, provided insurance coverage is acceptable. The motion passed
unanimously.

e. Christian Education Report . (given after Council Chair report) Zoe Strickler reiterated that The
Board of Christian Education is “challenged” and needs the support of the entire congregation. A
planning retreat will be discussed at a meeting after Vacation Bible School. Christian Ed will invite
the entire congregation to join the retreat.

8. Treasurer's report. Dave began by distributing a one-page narrative. Finances are looking better
with income exceeding expenses for the month (by nearly $12,000. The Oliver! fundraising project is in
the audition and planning stage. A tentative budget has been prepared and is in the process of being
shared with Finance and other groups. May was not a good month for investments. The Managed Fund
dropped over $50,000. The other funds are in good shape. The Investment Committee will meet with our
SmithBarney representative on Junel6.

9. Council Chair Report.
- Deborah is handling the new “updatable” calendar.
What should be sent electronically, what in hard copy? After some consideration, Louise
decided to continue electronic mailings, but create hard copy of Agenda, Minutes, Special
Need issues. Notify Deborah if you want a hard copy of something else.
Louise has determined that a July Council meeting is not needed. The time may be spent

in rest and renewal.
Pam noted that 2012 is the 275™ anniversary of our church.
10. Closing Prayer . Led by Pastor Karen.
