Yesterday was Bible Sunday.  During worship in the Meeting House, Sue 
Irvine and Carolyn Holmy, as teachers and members of the Board of Christian 
Education serving on behalf of the full body of Christ and the membership of 
Storrs Congregational Church, put age-appropriate copies of the Holy 
Scriptures into the hands of Sunday School students in Kindergarten, third and 
fifth grades as the rest of us looked on and rejoiced.  Then we prayed, sang a 
hymn and went out… to the chapel for “Children’s Church” for continuing 
conversation and a teaching communion service. 

Re-gathered with the children for a service of their own, we talked about the children’s new Bibles -- remembering 
together stories that helped to bind us together as God’s people, pondering how the scriptures might serve to guide 
and to ground us as brothers and sisters in Christ and considering how the Holy Spirit could use these sacred 
shared stories to nurture us each, as individuals and as the gathered church.   

We talked, for example, about how “in the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth…” separating the 
waters from the dry land… making plants and animals and then people… and, later, when people were both well 
established and well along in getting God’s hopes and dreams for them all wrong, how God had lost patience and 
recruited Noah to build an ark…  And how, after 40 days and 40 nights and all the time it took after for the waters 
to recede and the land to be restored, God made a promise that God would never do that again…  

Never again would God allow anger at our behavior to move 
God to destroy us or creation.  In fact, rather than stepping 
away from us in frustration, God made a commitment to come 
closer.  God in Christ came and lived among us.  To teach us.  
To challenge us.  To show us the extent to which service and 
sacrifice can be lived out for the sake of others.  And to prove 
to us that God’s love exceeds not only our expectations but 
our very capacity to imagine…

1. Called to Order  by Pam Roberts at 7:13 P.M.  

2. Meditation and Candle Lighting: Pastor Matt discussed the two greatest commandments: “Love 
the Lord your God…” and “Love your neighbor…” Then Pam explained the symbolism of the three 
spirit candles we light before each Council Meeting - one for God, one for the church leadership, 
and one for the congregation – with Pastor Karen lighting the candles in turn. 
Continuing the theme “IMAGINE: Conversations about our Passion” Pastor Matt distributed copies 
of Changing the Conversation: A third way for congregations, by Anthony B. Robinson.  We will 
read one chapter each month and discuss it during the meditation portion of our monthly meeting. 

3. Additions to the Agenda:  Pam will give a Memorial Room report under Old Business. 

4. Review of Council Minutes:   

a. January Council Meeting. Betty moved and Carolyn seconded that we approve the Minutes 
of the January 19, 2011 Council Meeting. Motion passed with 4 abstentions. 

b. January 2011 Annual Meeting. Following several small changes, the Minutes for the January 
2011 Annual Meeting were approved for referral to the congregation. 

5. Present to Speak:  None. 

6. Old Business 

a. Senior Minister Report  Pastor Matt submitted a written report as he will do every month. May 
1 is the earliest possible date for his installation, but no firm date has been established. See 
attachment for a copy of this report. 

b. Associate Minister’s Report. Pastor Karen reviewed the composition and goals of the 
Transition Team. She praised the wisdom of the church for our intentionality with regard to the 
ministerial changes. She asks help and prayers as she moves through the separation phase of 
her ministry with us.  
The SPF group leaves for Boston January 25 for 3 days of service and worship with the 
homeless, including a service on the Boston Common. SPF will lead worship in Storrs on 
March 6 and UCC UConn will lead worship in Storrs on March 27. Those two dates will also 
see baptisms of Mickel and Schur grandchildren. 

d. Scheduling. Pam encouraged newcomers to the Council to use the scheduling book faithfully. 
Deborah has updated it through August. Council Leaders will meet with Matt to discuss holding 
a planning meeting. A talent show is now scheduled for Saturday, April 16, with rehearsal 
Sunday,  April 10, after the worship service . 
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e. Information Technology .  Pastor Matt is meeting with Bob Malecki to work up a proposal for 
use of a new workstation. Input is welcome. 

f. AT&T Proposal . Pam has been meeting with representatives of AT&T over a proposal to put a 
new antenna in our clock tower. At this point, AT&T has a 43 page lease for us to consider. 
Council Leaders have been over the lease and are in favor of moving forward. Pam requested 
three motions that were moved and passed by the Council, all unanimously. 

(i) Sue moved, Betty seconded: That the Council authorize Pam to sign AT&T applications 
for the necessary permits. 

(ii) Sue moved, Betty seconded: That the Council authorize Pam to consult with an attorney 
on the written agreement for the project. 

(iii) Dick R. moved, Sue seconded: That, pending attorney review of the AT&T lease, 
Council authorizes the scheduling of necessary information sessions and a 
congregational meeting to vote on the AT&T lease proposal. 
 

A brief discussion of possible information sessions followed. Pastor Karen suggested a fact 
sheet to be put on the church web site. 

g. Memorial Room .  Pam presented a written report submitted by Mark Roy announcing that 
next week Bill Bender will come to paint and wallpaper, and Ray’s Electric will install rope 
lighting in the room. Properties Board has been notified. Re-upholstering of chairs is 
anticipated for the near future. The Memorial Room is unavailable for use until further notice. 

7. New Business 
a. Edwin Whitney Scholarship Fund Committee. Pam reviewed the function of this committee, 

leading to a motion by Jan (second Ken) that Pat Mochel and John Brand be reappointed to 
the committee and Larry Mickel be appointed. The motion passed unanimously. The 
Committee will report to Council in June. 

b. Resignation:  Ken moved and Sue seconded that we accept with regret the resignation of Zoe 
Strickler from the Board of Christian Ed. The motion passed unanimously. We are grateful to 
Zoe for her extensive service, especially to the young children of our congregation and their 
families. 

c. Christian Education. Carolyn reported that the CE Board will use the Virginia Stephens 
Memorial Fund for Christian Education to buy an LCD projector for the church. 

8. Treasurer’s report.  Since he could not attend our meeting, Dave Jordan submitted a budget 
spreadsheet. The Council received this report and decided no further action was needed. 

9. Council Chair/Personnel Report. The new Personnel Committee (Pam, Bob, Jan) will meet for 
the first time on February 16 with Pastor Matt. They will review the procedures for evaluating 
performance and decide on procedures for 2011, including clarification of individual 
responsibilities. Pam then invited input from representatives of Boards and Committees at any 
time between Council meetings, if issues arose where Council could help. There was no further 
business.

AUSTIN DUNHAM MEMORIAL CARILLON REDEDICATION CONCERT����

The University of Connecticut will proudly “ring in” 50 more years of the School of Fine Arts with a 
rededication concert of the Austin Dunham Memorial Carillon in the steeple of the Storrs Congregational 
Church on Sunday, April 30, 2011. The concert will commence a year long celebration of the 50th anniversary 
of the School of Fine Arts and introduce 5 new treble bells completing the third octave of the instrument. The 
concert will begin at 4:00 p.m. The audience is cordially invited to sit on the lawn across from the church. 
 
The Austin Dunham Memorial Carillon has been silent since October, 2010, when the ringing mechanisms were 
removed and the clavier taken to Ohio for renovation work. In addition, the steel framework of the instrument 
has been painted and critical supporting bolts have been replaced. The new bells, forged by Meeks Watson and 
Co. from Georgetown, Ohio, will be installed in early April and will be ready to ring on Easter Sunday, April
